
Bourgondischelaan, Amstelveen
Bourgondischelaan is a peaceful residential street in Amstelveen, situated within the Randwijck
district, which borders Amsterdam's Buitenveldert neighborhood. It is known for being a family-
friendly area with a quiet, suburban feel. The street is lined with a mix of different housing types, and
many homes, particularly family houses, feature gardens.

For recreation, the area is very green, with walking and cycling paths that lead to the nearby
Amstelveense Poel and other parks. The Amsterdamse Bos (Amsterdam Forest) is also easily
accessible, offering extensive opportunities for outdoor activities.
