Dirk van Hasseltssteeg offers a quintessentially Amsterdam experience, tucked away in the city's
medieval core. This narrow, historic lane connects the bustling Nieuwezijds Voorburgwal with the
vibrant shopping artery of the Nieuwendijk.

Connectivity is unparalleled. Amsterdam Central Station is a mere ten-minute walk away, providing
instant access to international trains, metros, and ferries. Even closer are the tram hubs at Dam
Square and Nieuwezijds Voorburgwal, where numerous lines connect you to every corner of the city.
The North-South metro line (M52) at Rokin is also nearby, making travel to the Zuidas business
district or North Amsterdam incredibly efficient.

The surrounding facilities are world-class. You are steps away from major landmarks like the Royal
Palace and the Magna Plaza. For daily needs, several high-end supermarkets and local delis are just
around the corner. The area is a culinary goldmine, featuring everything from historic "brown cafes" to
Michelin-starred dining. Culture enthusiasts will appreciate being within walking distance of the
Bijenkorf, the 9 Streets, and the iconic canal belt.
